	1. VENUE


	· Parameters of the venue

	Width – 10 meters
Depth – 16meters

Height – min 4 meters
	

	In the middle, on depth of 8 meters, the space cuts by a black sliding curtain. At the end of the performance curtain must move apart for width of aprox. 1,5 meters to let actors leave till the back wall.
If the depth of the venue is smaller, this problem might be solved after the detailed discussion.
	

	Distance between stage-podium and 1st row – min 1?5 meters.
	

	No black-box stage, spectator’s places must be arranged as an amphitheatre. Minimum distance between rows – 20 sm.
On floor FT will install stage-podium 6x6 meters.
	

	Max amount of the spectators – 300 persons.
	

	· Floor
	

	Black, lusterless, smooth, not slippery. 
Boxes (with actors inside) on small wheels are rolling during the performance. Clearance = 5 mm. 
	

	2. SET.
	

	· Chairs. Wooden, not “office”, Viennese style, can be different – 16 pieces.
	

	· Tables. Wooden, not “office”. Height 70 sm. – 2 pieces.
	

	· Rotating wooden armchair – 1 piece.
	

	· 3 steps stairs, height 60 sm. – 3 pieces.
	

	· Outgoing props:

Black stocking – pair.
Tea, sugar, cookies.
Batteries AA 10 pieces

Plastic ties to install the stage – 100 pieces, 20 sm. long. 
	

	· During the performance actors use: water, cigarettes, matches.
	

	· Cargo 
Original decorations must be sent by cargo:1.000 kg , 20Ft container 

All custom procedures as well as the way of transportation should be discussed separately.

	mixing board 16 channels with 4 aux (2 must be post & prefaders) plus 4 subgroups and main  stereo OUT
	

	FX processor (reverb, echo, hall effects)
	

	Commutation to the consol according to the scheme 2.
	

	Console must be set in audience area. The exact location should be agreed before start the ticket sale.
	

	5. VIDEO

	

	To run the performance FT uses 5 TVs (on stage) and 5 DVD (on video engineer desk).

Commutation needed:

1. cords from TVs to DVD

2. electrical cords to TVs. Length of the cords – distance between stage-podium to the video engineer desk
Desk must be set in audience area. All TVs must be seen properly. 
	

	6. SCHEDULE AND PERSONNEL

	

	· Time to set up set, light, sound and video – 8 hours.
	

	· Text rehearsal with actors and translator, who’ll operate the subtitles during the performance – 4 hours.

Rehearsal should take place in a separate space, during the set up.
	

	· Technical rehearsal with translator, subtitle system, light – 4 hours.
Proceed on stage, same day with set up, right after all work on stage will be finished.

	· Full rehearsal will all the stuff – stage, light, sound, video, translation – 6 hours.
Proceeds in a day of first performance.
	

	· Other rehearsals – must be agreed separately, if needs.
	

	· Persons to load and unload set – 6.
