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· Parameters of venue:

Depth – 16m

Width – 8m

Height – 4m

Performance was directed for the chamber space, without breaking contact between actors and auditorium. Max amount of the spectators – 300 persons.

The preferable arranging of the spectator’s places is an amphitheatre. It is important to organize seats in the way that everyone could see what’s happening on the floor (drawing, etc.). The distance between the acting area and first row must be not more then 2 m. The height of the last spectator’s row must be not higher then 4 m. above actor’s level.  
The variants of the venue, different from the described ahead, is possible, but should be stipulated attentively. For such propositions it is necessary for Formalny to have a detailed plan of the venue, light and sound set up schemes, additional information of possible transformations of the performing space and auditorium (perforating walls, removing seats, etc.).      

· Set up time 30 hours. It’s preferable to have two set-up days – first for set-up itself, second for the rehearsals. Possibility to set-up at night, if needs.
